To Whom It May Concern:
With the 2009-10 academic year underway at Caney Public Schools, one confirmed case of H1N1 influenza (Swine Flu) has been reported among the student body.
The case was reported this week, and Caney Valley staff will continue to work diligently to provide the safest learning environment possible for every student and staff member at each school site.

Buildings within the district are regularly and thoroughly sanitized, hand sanitizer is available to all students and staff, and teachers and administrators regularly stress the importance of good health practices to students.  But, there are some good measures which parents and guardians can take to protect their families and those around them.

Here are some tips to keep in mind:

  

· Keep children who are sick at home. Don’t send them to school. Those with flu-like symptoms and a fever equal to or greater than 100 degrees should stay home at least 24 hours after they no longer have a fever.
· Teach your children to wash their hands frequently with soap and water for at least 20 seconds. Be sure to set a good example by doing this yourself.
· Teach your children to cover their coughs and sneezes with tissues or by coughing into the inside of their elbows. Be sure to set a good example by doing this yourself.
· Teach your children to stay at least three feet away from people who are sick.
· People who are sick should stay home from work or school and avoid other people until they are better.
